Grant Guidelines

Friends of Autism Grant Program Mission:

Friends of Autism was established in 2000 as the only autism charity in Wisconsin dedicated to raising money to fund autism research, awareness, and education.  Our mission is to raise public awareness of the unique needs and contributions of people with autism.  To achieve our goal, we will engage the public in projects to promote education on autism, secure funds, and increase autism research efforts.

Friends of Autism is powered by volunteers and relied upon by parents and professionals throughout the state.  Friends of Autism, Inc. is a 501(c)(3) tax exempt organization and relies on the generosity of corporate, family, and individual donors to fund our organization.  The Board of Directors of Friends of Autism, Inc. has a responsibility to assure that the organization’s resources are properly and efficiently used to further the mission of the organization and administers the Friends of Autism Grant Program in accordance with this responsibility.

Grant Guidelines:  

The Friends of Autism Grant Program (FOAGP) is designed to support families of children and adults with autism or autism spectrum disorder by providing funding assistance for extraordinary expenses resulting from, or attributable to, autism.  Financial needs associated with the safety and well-being of children with autism and proven effective treatments for autism spectrum disorder receive special emphasis in the FOAGP.  

FOAGP grants are intended to supplement, not replace, programs or funding from other sources, including government(s), school(s), and insurance.  FOAGP grants are intended to be short term and specifically targeted to a family’s immediate needs resulting from, or attributable to, autism. 

FOAGP grants range from $1 to $500.  Five hundred dollars is the maximum any individual or family can receive in a calendar year.

Grant applicants are required to cooperate with the Board of Directors or its designate and provide requested information during the application process.  

After receiving a grant from the FOAGP, grant recipients are required to report, in writing, on the use of grant proceeds.  The written report must be submitted to the Board of Directors or its designate and provide requested information in order to assure that grant funds are used in accordance with the FOAGP guidelines and the original intent of the grant.

The FOAGP is operated solely at the discretion of the Board of Directors of Friends of Autism, Inc. or its designate.  Grant decisions, including availability of and uses of any grant funds, are solely in the discretion of the Board of Directors or its designate and are not appealable in any forum or to any organization within or without Friends of Autism, Inc.  

Any information received by the FOAGP is kept strictly confidential, subject to any disclosures required by local, state, or federal law.
These guidelines are intended for the benefit of grant applicants but are not contractual and may be changed by the Board of Directors of Friends of Autism, Inc. or its designate at any time, with or without notice.

Applications for grants from the FOAGP are considered individually and decisions on grant applications are not controlling on future decisions on other grant applications.

By completing and submitting a grant application, the applicant warrants that he or she has read these guidelines and that he or she agrees to be bound by them, including the provisions relating to the sole discretion of the Board of Directors or its designate over operation of the FOAGP.
